Exo 3:21  And I will give this people favor in 
the sight of the Egyptians: and it shall come 
to pass, that, when ye go, ye shall not go 
empty: 

Exo 3:22  But every woman shall borrow of her 
neighbor, and of her that sojourneth in her 
house, jewels(vessels) of silver, and 
jewels (vessels) of gold, and raiment: and 
ye shall put them upon your sons, and upon 
your daughters; and ye shall spoil the 
Egyptians.

1Ch 22:14  Now, behold, in my 
trouble I have prepared for the 
house of the LORD a hundred 
thousand talents of gold, and a 
thousand thousand talents of 
silver; and of brass and iron
without weight; for it is in 
abundance: timber also and 
stone have I prepared; and thou 
mayest add thereto. 



1Ch 22:15  Moreover there are
workmen with thee in abundance, 
hewers and workers of stone and 
timber, and all manner of cunning 

men for every manner of work.
1Ch 22:16  Of the gold, the silver, and 

the brass, and the iron, there is no 
number. Arise therefore, and be 

doing, and the LORD be with thee.



1Ki 7:48  And Solomon made all the vessels that
pertained unto the house of the LORD: …… 

…. the bowls, and the snuffers, and the basins, 
and the spoons, and the censers of pure gold; 

…

1Ki 7:51  So was ended all the work that king 
Solomon made for the house of the LORD. And 
Solomon brought in the things which David his 
father had dedicated; even the silver, and the 
gold, and the vessels, did he put among the 

treasures of the house of the LORD.
