Psa 1:3 And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of 
water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also 
shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper. 

See how this Psalm is a PICTURE or PATTERN made of more than one part:

A Tree> A Person
Is Planted > Is Established

By A River of Water > By Gods Word
It Brings Forth Fruit > For Good Works

In Season > At a certain time
The Leaf doesn’t Wither > Receiving Eternal Life
